Twelve years after publishing Pathfinder in Korean, the first domestically made Korean language
textbook based on communicative practice, Ewha Language Center at Ewha Womans University has
now released a new textbook titled Ewha Korean, Over the past ten years Pathfinder in Korean has been
widely used as a Korean language textbook in many countries around the world. and is still prized as a
useful guide for beginners to the Korean language. Under the belief that a new textbook was called for to
meet the needs of changing times, however, Ewha Language Center began development of Ewha Korean
in 2008, The project gained momentum when it was selected for funding under the Ministry of Education,
Science and Technology's program to provide support for Korean language training in 2009, Over the
past year the textbook was tested, revised, and tested again through actual use in the classroom at Ewha
Language Center before coming up with the final version. The Ewha Korean series consists of 26 volumes
including textbooks and workbooks, covering six levels, and will be published in stages.

Ewha Korean is a comprehensive textbook covering the four skills of speaking, listening, reading,
and writing with related content throughout all levels, While fostering balanced development of the four
language skills, the new textbook is designed with an emphasis on speaking ability. The “Try it” section in
each chapter is designed to encourage students to improve their conversation skills without memorization
by creating their own dialogue according to a given situation and explanation of the flow of the dialogue
and vocabulary, In addition, taking into consideration the demands and preferences expressed by
students, levels 1 to 3 consist of two books each, and in levels 1 and 2 the instructions and explanations
are given in English, Japanese, or Chinese,

How many people around the world use
the Korean language?

Korean is the official language of the Republic of Korea and is used by ap-
proximately 78 million people around the world. Korean is the 12th widely used
language in the world. This means Korean falls be-
hind Chinese, Spanish, and English but is ahead of
Italian and French.

Aside from Koreans living inside and outside the
country, a growing number of people around the
world are learning the Korean language thanks
largely to increased cultural exchange resulting from
the popularity of Korean pop culture, a phenomenon
called Hallyu(3H#). Hence the role of Korean TV dramas, movies, and music has
become important. In addition, a growing number of people from different parts
of the world are learning Korean to work or study in Korea.

How and when was Hangeul invented?

The Korean alphabet is called Hangeul. It was invented in 1443 by King Se-
jong, the fourth monarch of Joseon, and the scholars of Jiphyeonjeon (The
Academy of Worthies). Before Hangeul, Korean was written in Chinese charac-
ters, which were difficult for the ordinary people to learn, but with the invention
of Hangeul Koreans were finally able to easily write down their own thoughts.

The consonants were designed based on pictographic principles and the ad-
dition of strokes. The five basic consonants (71, 1, 11, 4, o) follow the shape of
the speech organs as they make the sound while the remainder were made by
adding strokes to the basic consonants.




The vowels are a combination of the symbols *+", ", and ‘1" which repre-
sent heaven, the earth, and human beings (standing up) respectively. All vow-
els are composed of these three elements.

How are the Korean characters composed?

As a syllabic script Hangeul is composed of consonants and vowels. Modern
Hangeul consists of 40 letters, 19 consonants and 21 vowels.
